Presents a second language as a distinct ar%
learning

Follows the natural sequence of language learning
(understanding, speaking, reading, writing)

Primary emphasis is on understanding and speaking™

Emphasis is placed on cultural awareness and
appreciation

Grammar is learned indirectly (through use) rather than
being the focal point of lessons

Usually taught 3 to 5 times per week (75 minutes per
week or 90 minutes per cycle)

Instructional techniques feature visuals, manipulatives,
songs, skits and games to fully engage the students in
the process of communication
