AAPI| Heritage Month recognizes the contributions and influences that Asian Americans and Pacific Islander
Americans have made to the history, culture and achievements of the United States. This year, it is especially
important to support, celebrate and advocate for the AAPI community who have been experiencing an
increase in anti-Asian bias and violence. So this year’s theme is “Stop AAPI Hate: Solidarity, Community, and
Celebration”. The month of May was chosen as a way to commemorate the first wave of Japanese immigrants
to the United States on May 7, 1843 and to also mark the anniversary of the completion of the
transcontinental railroad on May 10, 1869. The majority of the workers who laid the tracks were Chinese
immigrants. It is important to remember that members of the AAPI community come from East Asia, South
Asia, Southeast Asia, Western Asia, and the Pacific Islands of Melanesia, Micronesia and Polynesia. Each Asian
country and Pacific Island nation has its own unique culture, language and traditions.
