COURSE OUTLINE

SUBJECT: VISUAL ART GRADE: 7

COURSE DESCRIPTION

The goal of the middle school curriculum is to provide students with a firm understanding
of the technical aspects of art while strengthening their perceptual awareness and spatial
reasoning skills. The skills they learn now will provide a foundation for them to create
their own artwork through high school and beyond. The areas we will study include
shape, form, proportion, space, value, color and scale.

Students will focus on developing skills which include drawing, painting, sculpture,
ceramics, and collage. They will have the opportunity to experiment and refine skills
using a variety of art media. Elements and principles of design will be emphasized in
each project.

e Students will reflect, revise and refine work in problem solving and
critical thinking skills.

e Students will reflect about their experiences and processes in art.
